Canadian exhibitors must submit entries with checks drawn on U. S. accounts
or with international money orders in U. S. funds.

There will be no refund for duplicate entries.

Dogs need be present only for scheduled judging and will be released if not needed
for further judging.

Dogs allowed in rings during judging only.

Dogs must be ready for judging. Neither the club nor its Show Secretary will be
responsible or obligated to furnish any service for notifying exhibitors or their
agents of Breed or Class Judging. Judges need not wait for any dog holding up a
class. Owners or agents alone are responsible for the presence of their dogs in

the judging rings.
The Club reserves the right to substitute a prize of equal or greater value.
All trophies must be claimed the day of the show — None will be mailed.

Exhibitors should follow their veterinarian's recommendation to assure their dogs
are free of internal and external parasites, any communicable diseases and have
appropriate vaccinations.

Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry fee. The club will add a collection
fee equal to the amount of each returned check. Subsequent returned checks from
the same exhibitors may result in their being put on a CASH only basis.

Entry Fee will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified,
excused by veterinarian or judge or barred from competition by action of the Show
Committee.

No entry fees will be refunded if the Show cannot open or be completed by reason
of riots, civil disturbances, fire, extreme and/or dangerous weather conditions, an
Act of God, public emergency, act of a public enemy, strikes or any other cause
beyond the control of the Club or the Show Secretary.
