STUD DOG For Stud Dogs and at least two, but not more than four, of their
Get.  Owner of the Stud Dog need not necessarily be the owner of the Get.  The Get
must be entered in one of the Regular Classes or if a Champion of Record in
competition for Best of Breed.  The Stud Dog shall be considered as one entry and
requires only one entry fee.  Stud Dogs must be entered in the Stud Dog Class and
must be show in the ring with its Get.  Get will only be judged on the merits of more
than dog while the merits of the Stud Dog are to be considered in the placement of
the entry.  The Stud Dog must be examined to determine if it has a condition that
would require his disqualification or being excluded under the AKC Rules Applying
to Dog Shows or the breed standard.

A RAMP may be used at the discretion of the judge(s).  

A Recording Fee of 50 cents and $3.00 AKC Event Service Fee will be required for
each dog entered at any Licensed or Member Club Show or Obedience Tr4ial. 
These fees are to be collected by the show giving Club and paid to the American
Kennel Club.  If a dog is entered in more than one class in the show, the fees are to
be collected on the first entry only.  (American Kennel Club Rule, Chapter 11,
Section 2).

Canadian exhibitors must submit entries with checks drawn on U.S. accounts or
with international money orders in U.S. funds.

There will be no refund for duplicate entries.

Dogs need be present only for scheduled judging and will be released if not needed
for further judging.

Dogs allowed in rings during judging only.

Dogs must be ready for judging.  Neither the Club nor its Superintendents will be
responsible or obligated to furnish any service for notifying exhibitors or their
agents of Breed or Class judging.  Judges need not wait for any dog holding up a
class.  Owners or agents alone are responsible for the presence of their dogs in
the judging rings.

The Club reserves the right to substitute a prize of equal or greater value.

All trophies must be claimed the day of the show - None will be mailed.

All checks issued as prizes are the sole responsibility of the recipient.  Lost, stolen
and/or misplaced checks will not be replaced.  The Superintendent is not able to
cash checks.

RETURNED CHECKS do not constitute a valid entry fee.  Fees must be paid in
guaranteed funds.  Checks will not be accepted.  The Superintendent may add a
collection fee to the amount of each returned check.  Subsequent returned checks
from the same exhibitors may result in their being put on a CASH ONLY basis.

Entry Fee will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified,
excused by veterinarian or judge or barred from competition by action of the Show
Committee.

Exhibitors should follow their veterinarian’s recommendation to assure their dogs
are free of internal and external parasites, any communicable diseases and have
appropriate vaccinations.

I (we) agree that the club holding this event has the right to refuse this entry for cause which the club shall deem 
sufficient.  In consideration of the acceptance of this entry and of the holding of this event and of the opportunity to 
have the dog judged and to win prizes, ribbons, or trophies, I (we) agree to hold the AKC, the event-giving club, 
their members, directors, governors, officers, agents, superintendents or event secretary and the owner and/or 
lessor of the  premises and any provider of services that are necessary to hold this event and any employees or 
volunteers of the aforementioned parties, and any AKC approved judge, judging at this event, harmless from any 
claim for loss or injury which may be alleged to have been caused directly or indirectly to any person or thing by the 
act of this dog while in or about the event premises or grounds or near any entrance thereto, and I (we) personally 
assume all responsibility and liability for any such claim; and I (we) further agree to hold the aforementioned parties 
harmless from any claim for loss, injury or damage to this dog. 
Additionally, I (we) hereby assume the sole responsibility for and agree to indemnify, defend and save the 
aforementioned parties harmless from any and all loss and expense (including legal fees) by reason of the liability 
imposed by law upon any of the aforementioned parties for damage because of bodily injuries, including death at 
any time resulting therefrom, sustained by any person or persons, including myself (ourselves), or on account of 
damage to property, arising out of or in consequence of my (our) participation in this event, however such, injuries, 
death or property damage may be caused, and whether or not the same may have been caused or may be alleged 
to have been caused by the negligence of the aforementioned parties or any of their employees, agents, or any 
other persons.
